Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental Law

The European Commission Executive Agency for Education, Audiovisual and Culture
(EACEA) selected for EU co-funding the application of the University of Belgrade Law
Faculty for a Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental law. Jean Monnet Chair holder is
Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢. The project team includes Prof. Dr. Ivana Krsti¢ and Prof.
Dr. Bojana Cuckovi¢ and two PhD candidates and teaching assistants from the University of
Belgrade Faculty of Law Bojana Todorovié¢, LL.M and Marija Vlajkovi¢, LL.M. The duration of
the project is three academic years, starting from year 2019/2020.

The third of all regulations Serbia should transpose and implement in accordance with EU
standards is related to environmental protection. In the transposition of environmental acquis a lot
of legal standards will be introduced into national law, whose essence can be grasped by observing
its development and application in the EU. The project is designed to ensure education and
continuous training in the field of EU environmental law. It provides further training not only of
bachelor, master and doctoral students in the field of EU environmental law and the practice of
CJEU, but also the judges, lawyers, public servants (central, local and regional level) and high
level of decision makers. The project provides teaching/lectures to students of other departments.
The research and teaching within the project will also include the analysis of challenges in
environmental law and EU emission trading system, climate change law, the influence that changes
in administrative law have on environmental acquis and development of access negotiation process
in chapter on environmental protection and climate change, changes of industrial policy,
integration of sustainable development in national policy and law, legal aspects of circular
economy, changes in other fields of law as a result of development of environmental law.
Additional activities will also be performed: scientific conference, summer school and Webinars,

On Friday, November 22, 2019, a ceremony was held in the conference hall of the Faculty
of Law to mark the beginning of the work of the Jean Monnet Chair for European Environmental
Law. At the ceremony, lecturers and topics that will be analyzed at the Legal Clinic for
Environmental Law, as the first in a series of courses organized under the auspices of the
Department, were presented.

The ceremony is opened by Prof. Dr. Zoran Mirkovi¢, Dean of the Faculty of Law, Goran
Trivan, Minister of Environmental Protection, Andrea Orizio, Ambassador of the OSCE Mission
to Serbia, Fransin Pickup, Permanent Representative of UNDP in Serbia, Milan Marinovi¢,
Commissioner for Information of Public Importance and Data Protection about personality, Olja
Jovici¢, Secretary General of the Expert Service of the Protector of Citizens. The moderator of the
meeting was Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢, holder of the Jean Monnet Chair for European
Environmental Law.

Prof. Dr. Zoran Mirkovi¢, presented a Certificate of Appreciation to the Ambassador of the
OSCE Mission to Serbia for his support in the organization and operation of the Legal Clinic for
Environmental Law, which has been attended by five generations of undergraduate, master's and
doctoral students.

The Faculty of Law of the University of Belgrade was awarded the Jean Monnet Chair in
European Environmental Law by the decision of the European Commission on Jean Monnet
activities within the ERASMUS+ program. The work program of the Jean Monet Chair for
European Environmental Law lasts from September 1, 2019 to September 1, 2022. Assistants of
our faculty, Bojana Todorovi¢ and Marija Vlajkovi¢, participate in teaching and activities
organized in the form of seminars, round tables, summer schools, training for civil servants,
training for judges and prosecutors, and conferences.

The Jean Monet Chair for European Environmental Law will unite subjects and courses
that have been successfully developed at our faculty so far in order to enable further development
of the field of environmental law by introducing new methods of education and better linking of
programs. The project plans programs that will enable the education not only of undergraduate,
master's and doctoral students in the field of EU environmental law and the practice of the
European Court of Justice, but also judges, lawyers, and civil servants.

The project envisages that the novel be introduced into teaching within 5 existing subjects
(Environmental Law, Environmental Law and EU Policy, Legal Clinic for Environmental Law,
Access to Justice in Environmental Matters, Environmental Protection in Administrative
Procedures and Administrative Disputes), with the introduction 7 new courses (Challenges of
European legislation in the implementation of the system for trading emissions with the
greenhouse effect, Changes in the administrative procedure in order to transfer the environmental
acquis, Law of climate change, Introduction to EU environmental law, Impact of ECJ practice on
changes in environmental law, Harmonization of Serbian law with EU environmental law,
Information systems on EU environmental law: sources and databases). The program also includes
a new course for undergraduate students, Climate Change Law, as an elective course in the 4th
year of study (summer semester).

Opening of semester at the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law

Friday, November 22, 2019, marked the beginning of lectures and activities within the
Legal Clinic for Environmental Law. The Legal Clinic for Environmental Law started operating
in October 2015. November 2019 marks the beginning of the work of the fifth generation. The
work of the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law is managed by Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-
Ivanovié. In the 2019/2020 school year course is organized in two semesters. As a continuation of
the successful cooperation in the development of specialist and master's studies in the field of
environmental law, the OSCE Mission in Serbia supported the work of the Legal Clinic for
Environmental Law in fall semester. Teaching and working with students on finding solutions for
hypothetical cases takes place within the activities of Jean Monne Chair in European
Environmental Law in spring semester.

In fall semester, students have intensive interactive training. Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-
Ivanovi¢ held lectures on the topics: Sources of environmental law in the legal system of Serbia,
Right to access to environmental information, Involvement of the public in environmental
decision-making, Peculiarities of the administrative procedure in matters of importance for
environmental protection, Compensation for damage to the environment: existing decisions and
draft of the Law on Environmental Liability and Environmental Law of the European Union:
Practice of the Court of Justice of the EU. Danijela Sindeli¢, the public prosecutor, held a lecture
on the topic of Investigation into environmental matters - hazardous waste. Branislava Vuckovi¢,
deputy public prosecutor in the Appellate Public Prosecutor's Office in Novi Sad, held a lecture
on the topic of gathering evidence and conducting proceedings in cases with an element of
environmental protection. Olja Jovi€i¢, Secretary General of the Expert Service of the Protector of
Citizens, held a lecture on the topic of Protection of the right to a healthy environment in the
practice of the Protector of Citizens. Prof. Milan Skuli¢, Ph.D., gave a lecture on the topic System
of environmental offenses and types of misdemeanor sanctions. Judge SiniSa Vazi¢ held a lecture
on the topic of criminal law protection of the right to a healthy environment in judicial practice.
Judge Milan Marinovi¢ gave a lecture on Violations in the field of environmental protection. Prof.
Dr. Bojana Cuckovié, gave a lecture on Environmental Damage in International Law and
Environmental Protection.

In accordance with the Agreement on Cooperation between the Faculty of Law, the
Commissioner for Information of Public Importance and Protection of Personal Data and the
Protector of Citizens, which was signed in March 2016, students who attend the Legal Clinic for
Environmental Law have the opportunity to attend a student internship in the office of the
Commissioner and Protector of Citizens. This year, 7 students applied for a two-week internship
with the Commissioner, and 6 students with the Protector of Citizens. In April 2016, an agreement
on cooperation with the Ministry of Environmental Protection was signed, where 12 students are
attending the internship this year. In October 2017, an agreement on cooperation with the
Misdemeanor Court was signed, where 7 students are attending practice this year. In the second
semester, students will have the opportunity to work with clients. Bearing in mind the open

questions of the application of the Law on Free Legal Aid, the cases will be analyzed as
hypothetical cases.

In May 2019, a new agreement was concluded between the Faculty of Law of the
University of Belgrade and the United Nations Development Program (UNDP). On the basis of
the agreement, UNDP supported the work of the students of the Legal Clinic for Environmental
Law and the master's study of the environmental-legal sub-module during the drafting of laws in
the field of environmental protection. Bearing in mind the process of harmonization of Serbian
law with EU law in the area of environmental law, and the fact that by the end of the transposition
period (2021) more than 100 legal and by-laws in this area should be adopted, as well as the lack
of administrative capacity of the Ministry of Environmental Protection, first of all lawyers who
know the environmental law of the EU, students of the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law and
the master's study of the environmental-law sub-module in the period May 2019/December 2019,
had the opportunity to, under the mentorship of Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢, participate
in the preparation of the draft of the planned Law on Environmental Impact Assessment and
accompanying by-laws, analyze the EU legal framework governing the circular economy and the
degree of harmonization of our law, analyze the practice of the Protector of Citizens in the field of
environmental protection. 25 students participated. As part of cooperation with the UNDP, three
students of the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law visited the Faculty of Law of the University
of Vienna in March 2019, where they had the opportunity to share their work experience with the
students of the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law of the Faculty of Law University in Vienna.

Teaching at the Master's studies in environmental law

On October 30, 2019 began the master course Environmental Law. During the 30 hours of
classes, students have the opportunity to gain in-depth knowledge and understanding of the process
of creation, development and changes in environmental law, study concepts and principles of
environmental law, become familiar with international and domestic sources of environmental law,
become familiar with the legal acts of the European Union in in the field of environmental law and
through the process of harmonizing our law with the law of the European Union in the field of
environmental law, acquire general knowledge about environmental policy, develop the ability to
understand the personal role of the individual in the further development of environmental law.
Special attention is paid to the role that the practice of the Court of Justice of the European Union
has on the development of the environmental acquis and the further development of environmental



law and the analysis of cases that play a key role in the understanding of certain institutes of
environmental legal protection.

Teaching at the Master's studies in environmental law

On December 5, 2019, began master course Access to justice in environmental matters.
The course, during 15 hours, aims to acquire in-depth knowledge and understanding of the concept
of environmental justice, the concept and legal nature of environmental administrative matters and
the basic elements of access to justice in environmental matters. During the course, students will
have the opportunity to become familiar with the basic elements of access to justice in
environmental matters in the substantive and procedural domain of administrative action according
to the standards formulated within the United Nations and the European Union. During the course,
comparative legal models of access to justice in environmental matters will be analyzed and the
degree of implementation of the Aarhus Convention in Serbia will be pointed out. The course aims
to acquaint students with the role of the public in environmental decision-making, the public's right
to access environmental information and the right to effective legal protection in environmental
administrative matters. Special attention is paid to the analysis of the practice of the Court of
Justice of the European Union in which issues of importance for the harmonization of the law of
the member states with the law of the EU in the areas of application of the Aarhus Convention are
considered.

An advanced course in the field of environmental protection for PhD students in Public
law: Environmental protection in administrative procedure and administrative disputes

Within the framework of the present curriculum, during December 2019, Prof. Dr. Mirjana
Drenovak-Ivanovi¢ gave a series of speaches on Environmental protection in administrative
procedure and administrative disputes. The course was offered as an advanced course in the field
of environmental protection for PhD students in Public law. With the new methodology, students
were able not only to attend the lectures but also to analyze and create case studies that evidence
different possibilities for environmental protection in administrative procedures and administrative
disputes and to compare them with the systems established in EU environmental law. At the and
of course students were able to formulate the problem that had been the subject of scientific and
analytical research, define and conduct research, and to present the results of the research in
various scientific forms on different models of environmental protection in administrative
procedures and administrative disputes. The new methodology, using case studies to compare
approaches in national and EU law was presented at tutorials available on Moodle.

Seminar on Changes in administrative law and environmental acquis

As part of the Jean Monnet Chairin European Environmental Law, on Friday March 6 and Friday
March 14, a seminar on two current areas where administrative and environmental law meet was
organized.

In the first part of the course, students had an opportunity to learn more on the public-private
partnership (PPP) institute, as a specific instrument of cooperation between the public and private
sectors. A special review is given to the implementation of PPP projects in the field of water supply
and the challenges associated with the participation of the private sector in this field. Through the
workshop, students had the opportunity to review the current legal framework and propose



solutions for its improvement, in order to enable the general public to participate in decision-
making on the implementation of such projects, which undoubtedly have an impact on the quality
of life of citizens.

The second part of the course was devoted to environmental and administrative-legal problems
related to the construction of mini-hydroelectric power plants in Serbia. After the discussion, and
a review of the decision of the Supreme Court of Cassation in this matter, the students had the
opportunity to solve practical cases and in the role of the administrative body, that is, the
Administrative Court, solve a hypothetical case and make an appropriate decision.

Assistant Bojana Todorovi¢ led the seminar. The participants of the seminar were students of the
Legal Clinic for Environmental Law, Masters in Environmental Law and doctoral studies, as well
as colleagues from the Ministry of the Environment, the Standing Conference of Cities and
Municipalities, the Chamber of Commerce of Serbia, civil servants, legal and judicial interns and
representatives of environmental associations. Attendees received certificates of attendance. The

The Legal clinic for environmental law

The work of the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law continued in the second semester. At
the introductory classes in this semester, which were held on Friday, February 21, students were



introduced to the work in this semester and the hypothetical cases that would be part of the final
training. Classes are held on Fridays from 5:10 p.m. to 6:45 p.m. in classroom 236.

The Legal clinic for environmental law is the single active legal clinic in Serbia dealing
with this domain. During the Jean Monnet Chair program, students are trained to exercise national
environmental law harmonized with environmental acquis, to understand, follow and analyse
CJEU case law (as there are lot of issues where environmental acquis is transposed but in Serbian
practice there are no cases where it is implemented.), to create and maintain data base of the most
significant CJEU case law, to acquire knowledge on Serbian case law and to draft legal acts based
on the EU best practice.

During the second semester students will work with clients, provide legal aid and draft
legal acts. Prof. Dr. Drenovak-Ivanovi¢ mentors that activities.

The new course on Climate Change Law
In summer semester 2019/2020 the new course on Climate Change Law is offered as an optional
course to students of Bachelor study at the 4" year. The course is organized to develop knowledge
in climate change law and policy and to stimulate teaching and research in this field. The course
focus is on key elements of the development of EU environmental law that have contributed to the
transposition and implementation of the principles of climate change law. The aim of the course
is to determine the competences of EU and Member States in process of negotiation of binding
international agreements on climate change and to identify to what extent Member States influence
the development of the EU climate change law. Furthermore, the case law of the CJEU relevant
for the application of administrative measures preventing climate change and mitigating its
consequences will be analyzed. Bearing in mind that the crucial point in creating legal framework
to fight against climate change is to define whether and how the climate change effects can be
qualified as human rights violations in a strict legal sense during the course decisions of European
Court of Human Rights, Inter-American Commission for Human Rights and African Commission
on Human and Peoples’ Rights that qualified those effects as a violations of human rights and
recognize legal principles relating to climate change will be analyzed.

Within the course, students had the opportunity to attend (Webex, Moodle) lectures on the
following topics: The concept of climate change law, Negotiations on conventions, agreements,
declarations and protocols on climate change, The position of climate change law in European
Union, Realations between Climate chabge law and other fields of law, Principles of climate
change law, Sources of climate change law in Serbian, Draft Law on Climate Change, Substantive
and procedural legal basis for the protection of the rights of individuals from injuries arising as a
result of climate change, News in access to legal protection due to injuries caused by climate
change in comparative law, Jurisdiction for the implementation of climate change mitigation
measures and climate change adaptation measures, Strategic assessment of the impact on the



environment and climate change, Environmental impact assessment and climate change, Issuance
of an integrated permit and climate change, Right to access information on climate change, The
right to access information on climate change and obligations of public authorities, The role of the
Protector of Citizens in the development of climate change law, Practice of the European Court of
Justice in cases from importance for the implementation of administrative measures to mitigate
climate change and its consequences, Violations of basic human rights as a consequence of climate
change, Active legitimation in climate litigations. The students were also introduced to the leading
cases in the field of climate change law, within which they analyzed the legal issues presented in
the People's climate case regarding the consequences of climate change (People's climate case
Armando Ferrao Carvalho and others v. the European Parliament the Council, T-330/18 ) and their
influence on the development of the environmental acquis and climate change rights, legal issues
opened in the cases Urgenda (Rechtbank Den Haag, 24-06-2015, C/09/456689 / HA ZA 13-1396)
and Juliana (Juliana v. US, 2015, No. 18/36082, 9th Cir.: Action by young plaintiffs asserting that
the federal government violated their constitutional rights by causing dangerous carbon dioxide
concentrations) and their impact on the development of climate change law. Lectures were given
by prof. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovié, Ph.D., who also prepared a Reader for students: The Climate
Change Law with a detailed analysis of current cases in comparative law and jurisprudence. As
part of the course, a seminar on Challenges in EU environmental law and EU emission trading
system was organized. Prof. Dr. Ivana Krsti¢ held a lecture on the legal status of environmental
refugees, and Prof. Dr. Bojana Cu¢kovié on the state's responsibility for damage caused by climate
change.

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Lestures on European Union information on environmental law: sources and
databases

As apart of course Legal informatics (4" year of Bachelor studies), in summer semester 2019/2020
students had an opportunity to attend the new course on access to environmental law and policy
sources and databases. The practical work classes, led by assistant Marija Vlajkovi¢, were also
attended by judges and attorney trainees. Material from lectures and workshops is available on the
Moodle platform.

The aim of the course is to introduce participants with the basic knowledge and skills, which are
needed to gather information about the EU law, EU environmental law and policy (Official Journal
of the European Union, Eur-Lex and practice of the CJEU etc.). Lectures within the course will be
accompanied by practical demonstrations and exercises. First part of the course would be
introduction of general knowledge about EU database search and the second part would be devoted
to practical environmental law and policy database search. Each participant would get the
opportunity to do a practical database search.



During 13 teaching hours, a following topics were intridused: Sources of EU legal document on
the Internet - legislation; Sources of legal document on the Internet — case law; Sources of legal
document on the Internet — Offical Gazzette; Primary sources in environmental law; Secondary
sources in environmental law - Legal journals, comments of case law, books; Database of legal
data relevant for the environmental law; Digitalized official records relevant for the environmental
law.

The course increased of the general knowledge about EU and EU legislation. After the completion,
participants were able to find the EU documents relevant for the EU law and EU environmental
policy and law. They were able to understand the function and characteristic of the main legal and
other databases and to conduct successful basic search of those databases.

Master course on EU environmental law and policy

The Master course in EU environmental law and policy started on April 14, 2020. This
year, lectures are conducted using the Moodle system for teaching and the Cisco Webex system
for collaboration. The course is an advanced EU law course attended by the students of the 2™
semester of Master study (Master in environmental law). The course was also attended by three
colleagues from the Ministry of Environmental Protection, members of the Working Group for
conducting negotiations on the Environment and Climate Change Chapter, 2 representatives of
local self-governments, and three legal trainees. The course aims to acquaint students with the
complex matter of environmental law and environmental policy of the European Union in the field
of environmental protection. During the course, the studens had an opportunity to analyse the
general framework of the EU law and policy, the goals and principles of the EU policy in the field



of environmental protection, the competence of the EU in the field of environmental protection,
the EU Institutions responsible for creating and implementation of environmental policy and law,
EU environmental action programs, as well as thematic strategies and sustainable development
strategies. Students acquired in-depth knowledge of the sources of EU environmental law. In this
sense, the subject of the course was the analysis of primary and secondary sources of EU
environmental law, horizontal legislation, EU regulations in the field of nuclear safety and
radioactive waste management, EU regulations in the field of water management, EU regulations
in the field of atmospheric pollution, EU regulations in the field of management noise, EU
regulations in the field of chemicals management, EU regulations in the field of industrial pollution
and risk management, EU regulations in the field of genetically modified organisms, EU
regulations in the field of wild flora and fauna and EU regulations in the field of waste
management.

Internship for students attending courses in the field of environmental protection and
climate change

In accordance with the Agreement on Cooperation between the Faculty of Law, the Commissioner
for Information of Public Importance and the Protection of Personal Data, the Protector of Citizens,
the Ministry of Environmental Protection and the Misdemeanor Court, students attending the Legal
Clinic for Environmental Law and the master's studies of the environmental law had the
opportunity to take a student internship in the office of the Commissioner, the Protector of Citizens,
the Ministry of the Environment and the Misdemeanor Court. This year, 7 students applied for a
two-week internship with the Commissioner, and 6 students for a two-week internship with the
Protector of Citizens. This year, 12 students attended the internship at the Ministry of
Environmental Protection, and 7 at the Misdemeanor Court. In the second semester, students had
the opportunity to analyze current cases in the field of environmental law and climate change law
as hypothetical cases. Several students whose internships were interrupted after the introduction
of special measures during the state of emergency received the invitation to take the internships in
the winter semester.

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Training course: Harmonization of Serbian environmental legislation with the EU law

On May 28, 2020, a webinar training course Harmonization of Serbian environmental law and
EU law was held within the Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental Law. In the
introductory presentation, Dragana Radulovi¢, head of the climate change sector of the Ministry
of Environmental Protection, pointed out the content of the draft Law on Climate Change. Prof.
Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢ spoke about the status and plan of legislative activity in the field
of environmental protection, pointed out the novelties that will be introduced into our law by the
Law on Damage to the Environment and the Law on Climate Change, and presented an analysis
of the experiences of member states in the application of legal rules governing the area of
compensation for damage to the environment and climate change. On that occasion, she pointed
out the latest cases in the practice of the Court of Justice of the European Union in these areas.
In the final part, students who were working on hypothetical cases during the summer semester
had the opportunity to point out the arguments and conclusions they reached. The course was
attended by 45 participants, among whom were undergraduate, master's and doctoral students of
