Opening of semester at the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law
Friday, October 15, 2021, marked the beginning of lectures and activities within the Legal

Clinic for Environmental Law. The Legal Clinic for Environmental Law started operating in
October 2015. November 2019 marks the beginning of the work of the fifth generation. The work



of the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law is managed by Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢.
In the 2020/2021 school year course is organized in two semesters. As a continuation of the
successful cooperation in the development of specialist and master's studies in the field of
environmental law, the OSCE Mission in Serbia supported the work of the Legal Clinic for
Environmental Law in fall semester. Teaching and working with students on finding solutions for
hypothetical cases takes place within the activities of Jean Monne Chair in European
Environmental Law in spring semester.

In the first semester, students had intensive interactive training. Prof. Dr. Mirjana
Drenovak-Ivanovi¢ held lectures on the topics Sources of environmental law in the legal system
of Serbia, Right to access to environmental information, Involvement of the public in
environmental decision-making, Peculiarities of the administrative procedure in matters of
importance for environmental protection, Compensation for damage to the environment: existing
decisions and draft of the Law on Liability for Environmental Damage and Environmental Law of
the European Union: Practice of the EU Court of Justice, Importance of energy and the relationship
with climate change, Energy Law and policies in the EU, Energy Community and positive law
changes. Danijela Sindeli¢, the basic public prosecutor in Obrenovac, held a lecture on the topic
of Investigation into environmental matters - hazardous waste. Branislava Vuckovi¢, deputy public
prosecutor in the Appellate Public Prosecutor's Office in Novi Sad, held a lecture on the topic of
Gathering evidence and conducting proceedings in cases with an element of environmental
protection. Olja Jovici¢, Secretary General of the Professional Service of the Protector of Citizens,
held a lecture on the topic of Protection of the right to a healthy environment in the practice of the
Protector of Citizens. Legal trainee Predrag DZami¢, master of academic studies of the Faculty of
Law - environmental law module, held lectures on the topic of Civil law protection of the right to
a healthy environment in judicial practice. Hristina Vojvodié, legal advisor in the field of energy
and environmental protection, who during her undergraduate studies attended lectures in
Environmental Law, the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law and the School of Environmental
Law, and Milo§ Kuzman, legal advisor for energy and the environment of the Oil Industry of
Serbia and a student of doctoral studies at the Faculty of Law of the University of Belgrade in the
field of administrative and legal aspects of environmental protection, held a lecture on the topic
Environmental protection and energy policy and law in Serbia: the role of public authorities and
individuals in air protection. Prof. Milan Skuli¢, Ph.D., gave a lecture on the topic System of
environmental offenses and types of misdemeanor sanctions. Judge SiniSa Vazi¢ held a lecture on
the topic of criminal law protection of the right to a healthy environment in judicial practice. Prof.
Bojana Cuckovi¢, Ph.D., gave a lecture on Environmental Damage in International Law and
Environmental Protection.

In accordance with the Agreement on Cooperation between the Faculty of Law, the
Commissioner for Information of Public Importance and Protection of Personal Data and the
Protector of Citizens, which was signed in March 2016, students who attend the Legal Clinic for
Environmental Law have the opportunity to do a student internship in the office of the
Commissioner and Protector of Citizens. In the second semester, students had the opportunity to
solve hypothetical cases and apply the knowledge acquired during the first semester and work
experience during the internship they did in partner institutions. Bearing in mind the open issues
of the application of the Law on Free Legal Aid, as well as the restrictions that followed due to the
spread of the COVID-19 pandemic, students had the opportunity to solve hypothetical cases
prepared by Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢ in cooperation with partner institutions where
student internships were planned.



In continuation of the cooperation between the Faculty of Law of the University of
Belgrade - the Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental Law and the United Nations
Development Program (UNDP), 4 students who attended the programs of the Jean Monnet Chair
during their undergraduate studies were given the opportunity to start an internship at the Ministry
of the Environment. In May 2022, a Master's student in environmental law and two students of the
Legal Clinic for Environmental Law, who are also secretaries of that clinic, were given the
opportunity to participate in internship training within the framework of UNDP activities.

The OSCE Mission in Serbia, as a continuation of the successful cooperation in the
development of specialist and master's studies in the field of environmental law, supported the
work of the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law this year, for which we would like to express our
thanks on this occasion. Activities in the second semester are planned within the activities of the
Jean Monnet Chair for European Environmental Law.

Master's studies in environmental law: Environmental Law course

Course on Environmental law, as the first cours of Master's studies in environmental law started
on October 26, 2021. During 30 hours, students had the opportunity to gain in-depth knowledge
and understanding of the process of creation, development and changes in environmental law,
study the concepts and principles of environmental law, familiarize themselves with international
and domestic sources of environmental law, and familiarize themselves with the legal acts of the
European Union in the field of environmental law and through the process of harmonizing our law
with the law of the European Union in the field of environmental law, acquire general knowledge
about environmental policy, develop the ability to understand the personal role of the individual
in the further development of environmental law. Special attention is paid to the role that the
practice of the Court of Justice of the European Union has on the development of the environmental
acquis and the further development of environmental law and the analysis of cases that play a key
role in the understanding of certain institutes of environmental legal protection.

Master's studies in environmental law: Access to Justice in Environmental Law course

On December 1, 2021, began master course Access to justice in environmental matters.
The course aims to acquire in-depth knowledge and understanding of the concept of environmental
justice, the concept and legal nature of environmental administrative matters and the basic
elements of access to justice in environmental matters. The course consists of 15 teaching hours.
During the course, students will have the opportunity to become familiar with the basic elements
of access to justice in environmental matters in the substantive and procedural domain of
administrative action according to the standards formulated within the United Nations and the
European Union. During the course, comparative legal models of access to justice in
environmental matters will be analyzed and the degree of implementation of the Aarhus
Convention in Serbia will be pointed out. The course aims to acquaint students with the role of the
public in environmental decision-making, the public's right to access environmental information
and the right to effective legal protection in environmental administrative matters. Special attention
is paid to the analysis of the practice of the Court of Justice of the European Union in which issues
of importance for the harmonization of the law of the member states with the law of the EU in the
areas of application of the Aarhus Convention are considered.

Seminar on Changes in administrative law and environmental acquis

As part of the Jean Monnet Chairin European Environmental Law, on Tuesday December
28 and Wednesday December 29, 2021 a seminar on two current areas where administrative and
environmental law meet was organized. This year's lecture on institutes of administrative contracts
and public-private partnerships, as specific types of cooperation between the public and private
sectors, will be held by assistant Bojana Todorovi¢, online using the WebexCisco platform.

During the course, students had the opportunity to become more familiar with the concept
of administrative contracts and related legal institutes, as well as specific types of cooperation
between the public and private sectors. The course covered, among other things, issues related to
the concept and legal nature, legal regime, comparative experiences in the application of these
instruments in different areas, as well as the issue of legal protection and dispute resolution that
may arise during a complex contractual cycle. A special emphasis was placed on EU law and its
influence on the decisions of the member states - but also of the candidate states for membership
- in this domain. The teaching method included both theoretical training and interactive work with
participants who had the opportunity to creatively consider the possibility of improving the
domestic legal framework.

The additional course is intended for master's and doctoral students, as well as civil
servants.

by the Serbian Judicial Academy and the Council of Europe. The course will be used as part of
initial and continuous training of judges, public prosecutors and their deputies, the training of
judicial and prosecutorial assistants and trainees and that of judicial and prosecutorial staff. The
course, prepared within the project "Online platform on business and human rights", which is
implemented by the HELP program in cooperation with the Steering Committee of the Council of
Europe for Human Rights, includes 4 modules: the basics of environmental law, an approach to
environmental protection based on human rights (material, participatory and procedural human
rights), green human rights in regional human rights systems (European, Inter-American and
African systems), environmental degradation and the responsibility of business entities for their
actions (the concept of environmentally responsible business, environmentally responsible
business in regional and national disputes). The opportunity to attend the course and obtain a
certificate was given to 18 master's students of the environmental law sub-module of the program
of the Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental Law.

Course on Climate Change Law is in the air

In summer semester 2021/2022 a course on Climate change law was attended by the
students of the fourth year of bachelor studies. Established in summer semester 2019/2020 as a
part of Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental Law activities, the course is organized to
develop knowledge in climate change law and policy and to stimulate teaching and research in this
field. The course focus is on key elements of the development of EU environmental law that have
contributed to the transposition and implementation of the principles of climate change law. The
aim of the course is to determine the competences of EU and Member States in process of
negotiation of binding international agreements on climate change and to identify to what extent
Member States influence the development of the EU climate change law. Furthermore, the case
law of the CJEU relevant for the application of administrative measures preventing climate change
and mitigating its consequences will be analyzed. Bearing in mind that the crucial point in creating
legal framework to fight against climate change is to define whether and how the climate change
effects can be qualified as human rights violations in a strict legal sense during the course decisions
of European Court of Human Rights, Inter-American Commission for Human Rights and African
Commission on Human and Peoples’ Rights that qualified those effects as a violations of human
rights and recognize legal principles relating to climate change will be analyzed.

Within the course, students had the opportunity to attend lectures on the following topics:
The concept of climate change law, Negotiations on conventions, agreements, declarations and
protocols on climate change, The position of climate change law in European Union, Realations
between Climate chabge law and other fields of law, Principles of climate change law, Sources of
climate change law in Serbian, Draft Law on Climate Change, Substantive and procedural legal
basis for the protection of the rights of individuals from injuries arising as a result of climate
change, News in access to legal protection due to injuries caused by climate change in comparative
law, Jurisdiction for the implementation of climate change mitigation measures and climate change
adaptation measures, Strategic assessment of the impact on the environment and climate change,
Environmental impact assessment and climate change, Issuance of an integrated permit and
climate change, Right to access information on climate change, The right to access information on
climate change and obligations of public authorities, The role of the Protector of Citizens in the
development of climate change law, Practice of the European Court of Justice in cases from
importance for the implementation of administrative measures to mitigate climate change and its
consequences, Violations of basic human rights as a consequence of climate change, Active
legitimation in climate litigations. The students were also introduced to the leading cases in the
field of climate change law, within which they analyzed the legal issues presented in the People's
climate case regarding the consequences of climate change (People's climate case Armando Ferrao
Carvalho and others v. the European Parliament the Council, T-330/18 ) and their influence on the
development of the environmental acquis and climate change rights, legal issues opened in the
cases Urgenda (Rechtbank Den Haag, 24-06-2015, C/09/456689 / HA ZA 13-1396) and Juliana
(Juliana v. US, 2015, No. 18/36082, 9th Cir.: Action by young plaintiffs asserting that the federal
government violated their constitutional rights by causing dangerous carbon dioxide
concentrations) and their impact on the development of climate change law. Lectures were given
by Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢, who also prepared a new Reader for students: The
Climate Change Law with a detailed analysis of current cases in comparative law and
jurisprudence. As part of the course, a seminar on Challenges in EU environmental law and EU



emission trading system was organized. Prof. Dr. Ivana Krsti¢ held a lecture on the legal status of
environmental refugees, and Prof. Dr. Bojana Cuckovi¢ on the state's responsibility for damage
caused by climate change.

The Course on Climate Change Law was attended by 40 students. A Course Reader was prepared.

Lestures on European Union information on environmental law: sources and
databases

As a part of course Legal informatics (4" year of Bachelor studies), in summer semester 2021/2022
students had an opportunity to attend the course on access to environmental law and policy sources
and databases. It is a new course established by Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental
Law activities. The practical work classes, led by assistant Marija Vlajkovi¢, were also attended
by judges and attorney trainees. Material from lectures and workshops is available on the Moodle
platform.

The aim of the course is to introduce participants with the basic knowledge and skills, which are
needed to gather information about the EU law, EU environmental law and policy (Official Journal
of the European Union, Eur-Lex and practice of the CJEU etc.). Lectures within the course will be
accompanied by practical demonstrations and exercises. First part of the course would be
introduction of general knowledge about EU database search and the second part would be devoted
to practical environmental law and policy database search. Each participant would get the
opportunity to do a practical database search.

During 13 teaching hours, a following topics were intridused: Sources of EU legal document on
the Internet - legislation; Sources of legal document on the Internet — case law; Sources of legal
document on the Internet — Offical Gazzette; Primary sources in environmental law; Secondary
sources in environmental law - Legal journals, comments of case law, books; Database of legal
data relevant for the environmental law; Digitalized official records relevant for the environmental
law.



The course increased of the general knowledge about EU and EU legislation. After the completion,
participants were able to find the EU documents relevant for the EU law and EU environmental
policy and law. They were able to understand the function and characteristic of the main legal and
other databases and to conduct successful basic search of those databases.

Master course on EU environmental law and policy

The Master course in EU environmental law and policy started on March 31, 2022. The
course is an advanced EU law course attended by the students of the 2" semester of Master study
(Master in environmental law). The course was also attended by three colleagues from the Ministry
of Environmental Protection, members of the Working Group for conducting negotiations on the
Environment and Climate Change Chapter, 2 representatives of local self-governments, and three
legal trainees. The course aims to acquaint students with the complex matter of environmental law
and environmental policy of the European Union in the field of environmental protection. During
the course, the studens had an opportunity to analyse the general framework of the EU law and
policy, the goals and principles of the EU policy in the field of environmental protection, the
competence of the EU in the field of environmental protection, the EU Institutions responsible for
creating and implementation of environmental policy and law, EU environmental action programs,
as well as thematic strategies and sustainable development strategies. Students acquired in-depth
knowledge of the sources of EU environmental law. In this sense, the subject of the course was
the analysis of primary and secondary sources of EU environmental law, horizontal legislation,



EU regulations in the field of nuclear safety and radioactive waste management, EU regulations in
the field of water management, EU regulations in the field of atmospheric pollution, EU
regulations in the field of management noise, EU regulations in the field of chemicals
management, EU regulations in the field of industrial pollution and risk management, EU
regulations in the field of genetically modified organisms, EU regulations in the field of wild flora
and fauna and EU regulations in the field of waste management.

Training course: Harmonization of Serbian environmental legislation with the EU law

On April 4, 2022, a training course Harmonization of Serbian environmental law and EU law was
held as part of the Jean Monnet Chair in European Environmental Law. In the introductory
presentation, Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢ pointed out the novelties in the negotiation
framework with the European Union in cluster IV and the results of the application of the new
negotiation methodology. After that, current changes in environmental legislation in the process
of harmonization with EU law and the latest cases in the practice of the Court of Justice of the
European Union and the practice of the Energy Community were pointed out. In the final part, the
experiences of member states in the application of legal rules governing the field of environmental
protection are pointed out. On that occasion, Prof. Dr. Amina Nikolajev, professor of the Faculty
of Law at the University of Sarajevo, pointed out the process of harmonization of the
environmental law of Bosnia and Herzegovina with the legal acquis of the EU. The course was
attended by 15 participants, among whom were undergraduate, master's and doctoral students of
the Faculty of Law and Geography, civil servants, representatives of the Ministry of Environmental
Protection, officials in the local self-government responsible for making environmental decisions,
representatives of the environmental inspection at the local level, representatives of environmental
non-governmental organizations.

From May 9 to 11, 2022, the School of Environmental Law was held, with the theme
Environmental protection as a profession - are you ready to accept the challenge? organized by the
Faculty of Law of the University of Belgrade (Jean Monnet Chair for European Environmental
Law), the Regional Center for Environmental Law and the Council of Europe. In addition to
students from Serbia, students from the Faculty of Law of the University of Sarajevo, the Faculty
of Law of the University of Montenegro and the Faculty of Law of the University of Zagreb
participated in the work of the School. Students in the region were able to participate in the work
of the school online (Webex platform).



The program of the School of Environmental Law lasted three days. On the first day,
participants had the opportunity to learn about the roles played by the Protector of Citizens, the
Commissioner for Information of Public Importance, public prosecutors, the Chamber of
Commerce, civil society and the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law in environmental protection.
The following took part: Milan Marinovi¢, Commissioner for Information of Public Importance
and Personal Data Protection; Branislava Vuckovi¢, deputy public prosecutor in the Appellate
Public Prosecutor's Office in Novi Sad; Olja Jovici¢, Secretary General of the Protector of Citizens;
prof. Dr. Milan Parivodi¢, lawyer; SiniSa Mitrovi¢, head of the circular economy department of
the Serbian Chamber of Commerce; Sara Coji¢, secretary of the Legal Clinic for Environmental
Law and Mirko Popovi¢, RERI. On the second day, participants had the opportunity to participate
in the debate "5 reasons for becoming a lawyer specialized in environmental protection" with
prominent lawyers in the field of environmental protection. The following took part: lawyer Jovan
Raji¢, lawyer Vladan Manci¢, lawyer Predrag Dzami¢ and trainee lawyers Andrea Milosevi¢ and
Hristina Vojvodi¢. Legal interns are also our alumni, bearing in mind that during their studies they
attended classes in Environmental Law and the Legal Clinic for Environmental Law and that they
completed the master's studies in the environmental law sub-module at our faculty.

Students attending the programs of the Jean Monnet Chair for European
Environmental Law in cooperation with the United Nations Development Program (UNDP)
employed by the Ministry of Environmental Protection

In April 2020, another in a series of agreements was concluded between the Faculty of Law
of the University of Belgrade and the United Nations Development Program (UNDP). On the basis
of the agreement, UNDP supported the work of the students of the Legal Clinic for Environmental
Law and the master's study of the environmental-legal sub-module, who had the opportunity to
prepare the Draft Law on Environmental Protection. Students will also have the opportunity to
participate in the preparation of the analysis of the European Green Deal, the Report on the
obligations arising for EU member states after the adoption of a set of strategic documents that
elaborate the European Green Deal, the impact they will have on environmental law Serbia. By
analyzing the strategic and individual acts adopted in the EU member states, students had the
opportunity to take part in the preparation of the report on the implementation of the European
Green Deal after 2035 and to indicate how the member states see the results of the application of
the principles of sustainable development and the approach arising from circular economy.

In continuation of the successful cooperation, four students of the master's study in
environmental law, after three rounds of selection, were given the opportunity to be employed in
the Ministry of Environmental Protection from June 15, 2021.

In June 2022, two more students became UNDP interns.

The introductory presentation on the role of the Jean Monnet Chair for European
Environmental Law in the development of environmental law and climate change law was given
by the Prof. Dr. Mirjana Drenovak-Ivanovi¢. In the first section, Prof. Dr. Slobodan Vukadinovi¢,
spoke about the role of parliament in encouraging public participation when considering
environmental issues, Tina Janjatovi¢, who represented the Ministry of Environmental Protection,
about reporting on the implementation of the Aarhus Convention in Serbia, Hristina Vojvodi¢,
representative of the Regulatory Institute for Renewable Energy and Sustainable Development, on
the implementation of the Law on Integrated Prevention and Control of Environmental Pollution
in the Republic of Serbia, Milo§ Kuzman, PhD student at the Faculty of Law, University of
Belgrade, advisor for the law of exploration and production of oil and gas, NIS a.d. Novi Sad, vice-
president of the Association for Energy Law of Serbia and Varvara Aleksi¢, doctoral student at the
Central European University in Vienna, lawyer in the field of energy and the environment, spoke
about the transfer of the EU energy acquis into Serbian legislation: the current state and challenges
for the energy transition, Aleksandra Bijeljac, master lawyer, on the challenges and development
of climate change regulation: Has an independent branch of climate change law been constituted

Union in the field of coal-based electricity production, Porde Bjelica, lawyer, on the legal
framework that governs issues of importance for eco design and the right to repair, Ljiljana Grubac,
Master of Laws, on the right to fair access to drinking water: challenges in transferring the legal
acquis of the European Union, Predrag Dzami¢, Master of Laws, lawyer, on the development and
basic characteristics of Serbian environmental law in the field of legal water protection , and Petar
Vukovié, on negotiations in Chapter 27.
